	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Have learners recite familiar rhymes. 

Introduce new rhymes by performing them. 
E.g. Hey diddle, diddle.
Hey diddle, diddle, the cat and the fiddle
The cow jumped over the moon
The little dog laughed to see such fun
And the spoon run away with the spoon.

Lead learners to echo-read the rhymes. 

Let learners recite the lines in groups/pairs and as individuals, as they tap or clap to the rhythm.  
· Did you enjoy singing the songs?
· What words did you hear in the songs?
· Are these words food, animals, objects?

Guide learners to identify rhyming words and teach the accompanying actions.

Assessment
In turns, let learners perform the rhymes with actions.
