Play games with learners to begin the lesson
	Learners are made to understand that heavenly bodies that move around the sun are called planets.

Learners observe the planet Venus, the brightest object in the sky before sunset or several hours after sunrise.  
	Ask learners questions to review their understanding of the lesson.
Example: name the all eight planets we have.


Learners in turns, summarize the lesson.

	
	Use questions to review learners understanding in the previous lesson
	Learners are guided to role- play the sun and the planets in the solar system. 

Share folktales about the sun and moon with learners.
	Learners in turns tell what they enjoyed most in the lesson.

Review the lesson by engaging learners to sing songs
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
