	Learners recall leaders in the community and others they know of (President Mahama, Kwame Nkrumah, Edward Akuffo Addo, Jerry John Rawlings, John Kofi Agyekum Kufour, John Evan Atta-Mills Yaa Asantewaa etc.) 

Kwame Nkrumah was a Ghanaian politician and revolutionary. He was the first prime minister and president of Ghana , having led the gold coast to independence from the British in 1957. An influential advocate of pan-Africanism, Nkrumah was a founding member of the organization of African unity and winner of the Lenin peace prize in 1962.

Have learners talk about his good leadership qualities;
-inspiring people to be better, 
-having clear vision, 
-ability to communicate and understand, 
-maintain positive attitude, 
-take risks responsibly, 
-make good decisions 
-encourage team activities.
