	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Begin the lesson by sharing an interesting story about how someone or something got its name due to a specific circumstance.

Ask learners to share any personal experiences or stories they know about names being influenced by circumstances.

Facilitate a brief class discussion on the significance of names and the potential impact of circumstances on naming.

Share performance indicators with learners and introduce the lesson.
	

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Define circumstantial names and provide examples from various contexts (literature, history, pop culture).

Discuss the idea that names often carry stories or meanings related to specific events or situations.

Introduce key vocabulary words related to the lesson.

Divide learners into small groups.

Provide each group with examples of circumstantial names and ask them to analyze the circumstances that led to those names.
