	Prepare flash cards of the key words with the words on one side of the card and the meaning on the reverse of the flash card and give to them. 

Get all the learners with the same key word to come to the front of the class to try to explain in their own words what they think it means and let the rest of the class choose the explanation that best fits the correct meaning.

· What words did you learn in the game?
	Using pictures and charts, learners list the names of all the Presidents of the Fourth Republics and their dates of tenure.

Learners use the internet to find out some biographical details about presidents of the Fourth Republic of Ghana.
Example: John Dramani Mahama and Nana Addo Dankwa Akuffo Addo.
