	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Begin with a brief discussion on what history is and why it's important to study it. 

Ask learners why they think learning about the past can help us understand the present and future.

Write key points on the board to review later.
	

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Discuss why studying Ghanaian history is important (e.g., understanding cultural heritage, learning from past mistakes, appreciating achievements).

Create a list of reasons why it is valuable to study history and have learners contribute their thoughts.

Explain different sources of history including archaeology (study of artifacts), numismatics (study of coins), oral tradition (stories and oral records), and wall paintings (visual records).

Show examples of each source using charts or images.

Provide a worksheet where learners match historical sources with descriptions and examples. 

Review answers and clarify any misconceptions.

Choose a major Ghanaian kingdom (e.g., the Ashanti Empire) and describe its formation and reasons for expansion (e.g., strong leadership, strategic location, military strength).

Use a map to show the kingdom's original location and expanded territories.

Have learners create a timeline on a worksheet showing key events in the kingdom’s formation and expansion. 

Discuss their timelines and provide feedback.

Discuss significant historical locations in Ghana (e.g., Cape Coast Castle, Elmina Castle, Mole National Park). Describe their historical significance.

Use a map of Ghana to highlight these locations.

Conduct a quiz covering all four topics. Questions could include 
· "Why is studying Ghanaian history important?", 
· "Name two sources of history and give examples", 
· "How did the Ashanti Empire expand?", and "What is the significance of Cape Coast Castle?".

Discuss the answers with the class, clarifying any misunderstandings.
