	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Start with a quick question-and-answer session where learners recall facts about animals and their classification.

Display flashcards with pictures of different animals, and ask learners to name and classify them (e.g., insect, bird, mammal, reptile).

Briefly review the life processes of animals and the names of the organs in the digestive system.
	

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Provide learners with pictures and names of various animals.

Have learners classify each animal into its appropriate group (insect, bird, mammal, reptile).

Discuss each classification, focusing on the characteristics that define each group (e.g., birds have feathers, insects have six legs).

Discuss the three main life processes of animals: movement, nutrition, and reproduction.

Use examples to illustrate each process (e.g., how different animals move, what they eat, and how they reproduce).

Distribute a worksheet with questions about the life processes of specific animals. For example, "How do fish move?" or "What do mammals eat?"

Show images or charts of the sky during the day and night.

Discuss what objects are visible during the day (e.g., the sun, clouds) and at night (e.g., the moon, stars).

Ask learners to draw or write down what they might see in the sky during different times of the day.

Provide a worksheet where learners label and identify objects seen in the sky during the day and night.

Review the major organs of the digestive system (mouth, esophagus, stomach, intestines, etc.).
