	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Begin with a class discussion about what students know about the customs and practices surrounding death in different cultures. 

Ask questions like, “What kinds of ceremonies or rituals do you think people might have when someone passes away?” and “Why do you think these practices are important?”
	

	PHASE 2: MAIN
	Define "death rites" and explain their importance. 

Discuss how death rites help provide closure, honor the deceased, and support the grieving process.

Show a short, informative video that highlights death rites in various cultures to provide visual context and stimulate interest.

Describe the key elements and importance of death rites, including:
· Rituals: Ceremonial acts performed to honor the deceased and provide a structured way for people to express their grief.
· Ceremony: Formal events that mark the passing of an individual, allowing family and friends to pay their respects.
· Mourning: The period during which individuals and communities grieve, often guided by cultural or religious practices.
· Legacy: The lasting impact or memory of the deceased, which is honored through various rites and ceremonies.
· Closure: The emotional process facilitated by death rites that helps individuals come to terms with the loss and find a sense of peace.

Divide students into small groups and provide each group with a scenario or case study related to death rites. 

Each group will discuss the scenario and identify the key elements and importance of death rites in the given context, using the key vocabulary.

Walk around to assist groups, ensuring they understand the concepts and use the vocabulary correctly.

	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Begin with a class discussion about what rites of passage are and how they might involve important life lessons. 

Ask questions like, “What are some common rites of passage you know about?” and “Why do you think these rites are important?”

Engage students and connect their prior knowledge to the concept of moral lessons in rites of passage.
	

	PHASE 2: MAIN
	Define "rites of passage" and explain their role in teaching moral values and life lessons. Discuss how these rites often include lessons on truthfulness, honesty, hard work, chastity, and faithfulness.

Show pictures or an informative video that highlights rites of passage and the moral lessons they impart.

Guide learners to describe the key moral lessons from rites of passage:
· Truthfulness: Importance in building trust and maintaining integrity in all aspects of life.
· Honesty: Essential for creating genuine relationships and avoiding deceit.
· Hard Work: Necessary for personal growth, achieving goals, and fulfilling responsibilities.
· Chastity: Valued for self-control and respect before entering a committed relationship.
· Faithfulness: Critical for maintaining loyalty and commitment in relationships, especially marriage.

Learners in their groups outline and explain each moral lesson, incorporating the key vocabulary terms.

Divide students into small groups and assign each group a moral lesson from the rites of passage. 

Provide them with a scenario where they need to apply this lesson in a real-life situation.
For example, a scenario where they must choose between telling the truth or lying to a friend.

Walk around to assist groups, ensuring they understand how to dramatize their assigned moral lesson and apply it to the scenarios.
