	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Begin with a quick class discussion on various festivals learners know about. 

Ask them to share what they think makes these festivals important.
	

	PHASE 2: MAIN
	Explain that festivals have various types of importance. 
Outline that festivals play significant roles in social, religious, and moral contexts.

Use examples of well-known festivals (e.g., Christmas, Ramadan, Homowo) to illustrate how each festival embodies social, religious, and moral aspects. 

Provide real-life scenarios or stories related to these aspects.

Identify and explain the importance of festivals
Social Importance
• It brings people together
• Occasion to plan and implement developmental projects, etc.
Religious
• Reminds humans of the need to have good relationship with God,
the gods and ancestors.
• Time to show appreciation to the spirit world for favours
received and ask for more favours etc.
Moral
• Time to remember the exemplary life of past leaders/heroes/
heroines and learn from them.
• Period to share with the poor and the needy.

Divide learners into small groups and assign each group a specific festival. 

Ask them to create a poster highlighting the social, religious, and moral importance of their assigned festival.

After each presentation, hold a brief discussion to reinforce and clarify the concepts presented by each group.

	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Begin with a brief discussion on how learners apply lessons learned from various experiences to their daily lives. 

Ask them to share examples of personal values or principles they follow.
	

	PHASE 2: MAIN
	Explain that festivals often teach valuable religious and moral lessons that can influence how we live our daily lives.

Discuss how festivals impart teachings such as compassion, forgiveness, and devotion. 

Provide examples like helping others during Ramadan, being thankful during Thanksgiving, or showing respect during Diwali.

Explain how festivals teach values like honesty, kindness, and self-discipline. 
Examples include practicing generosity during Christmas or maintaining self-control during Lent.

Use specific examples to show how these lessons can be applied in daily life. 
For instance, demonstrate how the value of generosity from a festival can be reflected in regular acts of kindness.

Divide learners into small groups. Assign each group a different religious or moral lesson from a festival (e.g., kindness, forgiveness, gratitude). 

Ask each group to create and perform a short dramatization showing how this lesson can be applied in a real-life situation.
