	Learners to talk about visual artworks (including drawings, clay pots, posters, wood carvings, calendars) they know of or have seen in the community; 

Kwahu Nsaba is a town in the kwahu west district located along the Accra-Kumasi road. It is noted for its large production of earthen ware popularly known as ”ayiwa” in the local dialet. The production of ‘ayiwa’ has been the main work for the people in this community. This artwork is used by majority for eating. The use of ‘ayiwa’ can be traced back to the ancient times, when there were no bowls and plates. Etc.
	Learners talk about what was interesting and made meaning to them in the lesson.
