	Engage learners to sing songs in relation to the lesson.

Ask learners;
· Whether they enjoyed singing the songs?
· What words did you hear in the songs?
· Are these words food, animals, objects?

Share performance indicators with learners and introduce the lesson.
	Have learners mention ways of living in harmony with one another.  

Through whole class discussion guide learners to discuss what it takes to live in harmony.
· What is harmony?
· What is family harmony?
Family harmony is the ability to trust and support, communicate difference in a constructive manner and look beyond the self.

In a Think-Pair-Share session, let learners talk about attitudes and behaviors that promote harmonious living at home, school, community, etc.  
Example: 
• Honesty 
• Integrity 
• Caring 
• Supportive

Discuss the need to live in harmony with one another: to promote peace and unity, law and order, growth and development, etc. 

Let learners, in pairs, list roles they can play to promote harmony in the family: 
i. Children must be respectful, obedient, humble, etc. 
ii. They must obey all rules and instructions in the house.
iii. They run errands for parents and elders in the family.
iv. They must help their mothers with cooking.

Assessment
i. What is family harmony? 
ii. State four family members can ensure harmony in the family. 
iii. State 3 duties of grandparents, uncles and aunties.
	Ask learners to do the following by way of reflecting on the lesson: 
1. Tell the class what you learnt during the lesson. 
2. Tell the class how you will use the knowledge acquired during the lesson. 
3. Which aspect of the lesson did you not understand?

Homework 
Mention 4 attitudes and behaviors that promote harmonious living.
