	Introduce the conjunctions one at a time in context. 

Elicit examples of sentences with conjunctions from learners. 

Put on cards simple sentences. e.g.  i. Esi is tall. Ama is short. 
ii. Esi is tall but Ama is short. 
 
Use combination drill for learners to practice the use of conjunctions. 
e.g. i. Learner A: I bought a pen… 
ii. Learner B: I bought a pen and a notebook.  
iii. Learner C: I will eat fufu…… 
iv. Learner D: I will eat fufu or kenkey.
	Ask learners questions to review their understanding of the lessson.

Give learners task to do whiles you go round to guide those who need help.

Using questions and answers, review their understanding of the previous lesson

	Ask learners to summarize what they have learnt.

Let learners say 5 words they remember from the lesson.
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
