Answer: 888+88+8+8+8
	Use the analogue clock to record the time it takes to say walk from the classroom to the canteen/head teacher’s office/library, etc. and back. (mostly minutes) 

Use the digital watch to record say the time it takes to walk from the teacher’s table to the cupboard. (mostly seconds) 

Ask pupils to tell the time it takes to complete activities like bathing, brushing teeth, ironing a shirt, cooking rice, etc.
	Ask learners to tell you what they have learnt
