	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Begin by asking learners to recall a familiar story or drama they have recently read or heard.

Ask quick questions to engage them:
· “What was the title of the story?”
· “Who were the main characters?”
· “What did you enjoy most about the story?”

Write some responses on the board.
	

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Divide the class into pairs/groups and instruct them to:
· Share knowledge about the details of the story.
· Discuss the events they remember and any moral lessons or values in the story.

Guide learners with questions to help them express opinions, such as:
· “What do you think about the actions of the main character?”
· “What could have been done differently?”

Model how to analyze the story by focusing on cause, effect, and solution:

Choose a specific event from the story and break it down:
· Cause: What led to this event?
· Effect: What happened as a result?
· Solution: How was the issue resolved?

Example:
· Event: A character stole food from the market.
· Cause: The character was hungry and had no money.
· Effect: They were caught and punished.
· Solution: They apologized and started working at the market to repay their debt.
Write the example on the board using a cause-and-effect chart.

Assessment
In groups, learners analyze a different event from the story using the cause-and-effect chart template.

Guide them with prompts:
· “What happened before this event?”
· “What did this event lead to?”
· “Was the solution effective? Why or why not?
	Word cards, sentence cards, letter cards.


	PHASE 3: REFLECTION
	Use peer discussion and effective questioning to find out from learners what they have learnt during the lesson. 

Take feedback from learners and summarize the lesson.

The group to read first wins.
· Did you enjoy the game?
· What new words have you learn?
· Form two sentences with your new words.

Share performance indicators and introduce the lesson
	

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Have learners read texts independently paying attention to punctuation marks, words, sentences and paragraphs. 

Provide questions that will guide learners in understanding the passage, e.g., What word connects paragraphs one and two? 

Learners use self-correction, word recognition and re-reading strategies to confirm comprehension.
	Word cards, sentence cards, letter cards, handwriting on a manila card

	PHASE 3: REFLECTION
	Summarize the important points in the lesson with learners.

	PHASE 1: STARTER
	Write these two sentences on the board:
1. “I love reading,” said Ama.
2. “I visited my grandmother,” said Kojo.

Ask students: What do you notice about these sentences?
Expected answers: The sentences have quotation marks and a reporting verb (said).
	

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Explain that Direct Speech is used when we quote the exact words spoken by a person.
It always has quotation marks (“ ”) and a reporting verb (e.g., said, asked, shouted, replied).
Guide learners to identify and use them in both present and past tenses.
  Present tense:
· “I am happy,” said Kwame.
· “She loves music,” said Yaw.
  Past tense:
· “I was at the market,” said Fatima.
· “He played football,” said John.

Write and Read Aloud Examples on the Board:
· “I enjoy playing soccer,” said Kofi. (Present tense)
· “We went to the park yesterday,” said Nana. (Past tense)

Teacher calls a student and asks, "What is your favorite food?"
· Student answers: "My favorite food is rice."

Write on the board:
· “My favorite food is rice,” said [student’s name].

Repeat with past tense: "What did you eat yesterday?"
· “I ate yam yesterday,” said [student’s name].

Ask Students: What happens to the verbs in the present and past tense examples?
· Answer: The verb changes in past tense sentences.

Students write three present tense and three past tense sentences using direct speech.
Example:
· Present tense: “We are going to school,” said Ama.
· Past tense: “We finished our homework,” said the boys.

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Briefly revise the writing process by having learners recall the stages and explain the features and relevance of each stage. 

Have learners select a topic and brainstorm to generate ideas.  

Put them into groups to organize the points for the development of paragraphs. 

Assign learners to individually develop the points into outlines and then into a draft. 

Let them do self and peer-editing before finally presenting the final work. 

Learners present their finished work in groups.

	Have learners recite familiar rhymes.

	PHASE 2: NEW LEARNING
	Review the use of coordinators in sentences. Learners write examples of sentences containing coordinators. 

Let learners join pairs of simple sentences into compound ones. 

Introduce complex sentences with several examples • Elicit similar sentences from learners 

Have learners change compound sentences into complex ones. 

In groups learners study extract of reading passages to identify complex sentences.

Engage learners in the “popcorn reading” game. One student starts reading aloud and then calls out "popcorn" when they finish. This prompts the next student to pick up where the previous one left off.

Have learners read books of their choice independently during the library period.

Let learners write a one-page critical commentary based on the books read. Invite individuals to present their work to the class for feedback.

Encourage them to visit the local library to read and borrow books

Assessment
· Learners think-pair-share their stories with peers. 
Ask each learner to write a-two-paragraph summary of the book read.
